INTRO: 

 

 I.  Acts 13:2-4

“Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have 

called them.” So after they had fasted and prayed, they placed their 

hands on them and sent them off. The two of them, sent on their 

way by the Holy Spirit, went down to Seleucia and sailed from there 

to Cyprus.

BODY: 

 

 I. Set Apart by the Spirit 

Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have 

called them (aforízo) divide, separate, set apart 

 

  A. Each of us has a unique calling placed upon our lives. 

   1) Galatians 1:15-16 

But when God, who set me apart from my mother’s womb 

and called me by his grace, was pleased to reveal his Son in 

me so that I might preach him among the Gentiles.

  B. If we say “yes” to everything we say “no” to our calling. 

   1) Titus 2:12 

It teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly 

passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and godly lives 

in this present age.

 II. Sanctified by the Spirit 

So after they had fasted and prayed, they placed their hands on

Those who cleanse 

themselves from the latter will be instruments for special 

purposes, made holy, useful to the Master and prepared to 

do any good work.

 III. Sent Forth by the Spirit 

The two of them, sent on their way by the Holy Spirit, went down to 

Seleucia and sailed from there to Cyprus (ekpempo) dispatched.

   1) Galatians 1:1 

Paul, an apostle—sent not from men nor by a man, but by 

Jesus Christ and God the Father, who raised him from the 

dead. 

   2) THE WESTMINSTER SHORTER CATECHISM—1646 

What is the chief end of man? 

It is to glorify God, and to enjoy Him forever. 

  



   3) CH OF FIRE—ERIC LIDDELL—1924 PARIS OLYMPICS 

According to a fellow missionary, Liddell's last words 

were, "It's complete surrender", in reference to how he 

had given his life to God. 

 

  B. We are not called by our talent, but by His grace. 

   1) 1 Corinthians 1:26-28 

Brothers and sisters, think of what you were when you were 

called. Not many of you were wise by human standards; not 

many were influential; not many were of noble birth. But 

God chose the foolish things of the world to shame the wise; 

God chose the weak things of the world to shame the 

strong.
